How to Make a Very Simple Scarecrow
Here’s list of what you will need:
1 stake about 6 feet long
1 stake about 3 feet long
1 stake about 12 inches long
Old clothes
An old pair of tights
Straw or hay
String

First make a frame or armature for your scarecrow.  By taking the time to do this step, your crow will be sturdy and easily attached to a post or a fence.  Here’s how to do it: Attach the 3ft. stake to the 6 ft. stake about 6 inches from one end, in a cross shape.  Then attach the 12 inch stake about half way down.

One way to make a head is to cut one leg from an old pair of tights and fill it with straw to make the ball shape.  Tie a piece of string around the tights to stop the straw from falling out of the neck.  As you know, there are many other creative ways to make a head!

Now tie the head to the top of the frame.  You can begin dressing your crow by placing the shirt on the top crossbar and the pants on the smaller bar.  Push straw, hay, plastic bags or whatever you can think of inside the clothes to fill them out, and put a hat on if you like! Your scarecrow is now ready to bring to the pavilion to hang out with his/her friends.  There are many websites to check out for more detail!
